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SPECIFICATION OF RICE VARIETIES
REVISED ASC SPECIFICATION NO-147

RICE CHINIGURA/RICE KALAJIRA

1. "Quality. The rice shall be well hauled, lightly milled and unpolished. The rice be of the
current season’s crop and shall be sound dry, clean and wholesome and of good cooking quality
and the cooked rice will have aromatic flavor, characteristic of the variety.

2 The admixture of impurity and the tolerance basis for this variety of rice chinigura/ kalajira
will be as under:
Limit
a. Full healthy grains 75%
b. Admixture of fine variety 5%
C. Admixture of other variety 5%
d. Broken Grains
(1) Over Y4 and below 3% 8%
(2) Ya and below 7%
e. Red Grains 1% Mutual
f. Paddy and other foreign matter including rice 1%
powder (Koora or Nakoo)
g. Damaged, chalky, discoloured shriveled and half 1%
hulled grains
Note: 1. Broken grains above 34 will count as full grains.
2. The allowance of all the items within the Brackets are adjustable with each other but

it will not be adjusted against the allowance with other refraction’s.

3. Excess percentage in (b) will be paid at three quarter and in (c) at half the accepted price.
4, Excess percentage in (d) (1) will be at half the price and in (d) (2) at one fourth of
the accepted price.

5. Excess percentage in (e) and (f) will not be paid for at all.

6. Excess percentage in (g) will be paid at one fourth of the accepted price.

7. Packing. The Rice shall be packed in new non-returnable twill jute trade bags (size
38" x 24” Tare 750 gm (+50 gm)/plastic bag with inner polythene lining or polypropylene wove
bags (size 38" x 22" tare 100 gm (+5 gm) with polythene lining. The mouth of the bags shall
be rolled over and stitched with strong 5 ply jute twine/the mouth of plastic bag to be well
machine stiched with 10 cm free space to be Kept. Each bags shall contain 50 kg net of rice.
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
